WITHDRAW/REFUND POLICY

unless noted in the description. Requests can be submitted to 
ccrec@carrollcountymd.gov with a subject line of Program Withdraw.
   • �Refunds will either be credited back to the credit card used, 

returned by check (if paid by cash or check) or in the form of a 
household credit to be used at a later time. 

   • �Full refunds are given only if a program is cancelled or there are 
extenuating circumstances prior to the start date of the program.

   • �Cancelled program refunds will be automatically processed for 
100% refund.

   • �Written requests received prior to the start date, will forfeit $10 
of the fee for the program as an administrative fee.  Fees that 
cannot be recovered will be deducted from the refund.   

   • �Any request received after the start date will be considered on a 
case by case basis and prorated.

   • �Refund requests for medical reasons shall be accompanied by a 
physician’s note.
